A HISTORIC TOWN 

Most of the municipality lies on what is known as the “Isla de León” 
(Island of León), characterized by its low elevation, with the hills of Los 
Mártires and Torre Alta standing out as its highest points. The small islet 
of Sancti Petri is also part of San Fernando. The town borders Puer
Real (to the north and east), Cádiz (to the west), and Chiclana de la 
Frontera (to the east and south). Geographically, it is bounded by the 
Sancti Petri Channel (which separates the island from Puerto Real and 
Chiclana), the Bay of Cádiz, the Atlantic Ocean, and the Arillo River 
(which separates it from Cádiz). 

San Fernando has two beaches: the Atlantic-facing, sandy Camposoto 
Beach—an extensive, unspoiled stretch at the southern end of the 
municipality—and La Casería Beach, a small, muddy beach located
the bay waters to the north. 

Although the area has been inhabited since prehistoric times
evidenced by numerous archaeological sites discovered in the region
it was not until the arrival of the Phoenicians that a permanent 
settlement was established. They built the Temple of Hercules on the 
island of Sancti Petri and introduced key economic activities such as fish 
salting. From their arrival—which coincided with the founding of the
